Provide supporting documentation that describes the class content/tests with your application. If you do 
not provide supporting information your request will not be processed. 

SUCCESSFUL COMPLETION 

Reciprocal certification will be listed on the TCP registry.  The expiration date will be posted based on 
the end of calendar year.  (Example: if your Minnesota certification is valid through 5/15/24 it will appear as 2023)
